Due to recent  changes in t he t ax laws, 
beginning w i t h cont ribut ions made in  
2007, parishioners who i temize on t heir  
t ax returns w ill no longer be able to 
deduct  cont ribut ions to the Parish unless 
t hey maint ain a bank record or wri t ten  
cont r ibut ion st atement  from t he Parish.  
If you wish to ensure deduct ib il i ty of your 
cont r ibut ions to Sacred Heart , please use 
a check or use parish envelopes (available 
on request  from the par ish office) for cash 
cont r ibut ions.  We cont inue to t rack your 
donat ions, and w ill ON REQUEST produce 
a wri t ten st atement  of cont ribut ions 
made during 2007.  Cancelled checks and  
other bank records are sufficient  
document at ion.  THE PARISH CANNOT 
TRACK CASH CONTRIBUTIONS THAT ARE 
NOT IN PARISH ENVELOPES.
