A Letter From Deacon Tony 
Hi everyone! Well, I never thought I would be 
writing a letter like this, but since that is my 
situation; I find there is a joy in my heart 
being able to thank everyone for your 
prayers, your thoughts, your cards, your 
letters and your visits. 
My faith is strong and has been sustaining 
me with the strength of your faith.  And, it 
surprises me how this truth has been so 
evident to me.  So, thank you all so much.  
Your strength has been my strength. 
Now for a little update:  As most of you 
know, I have this syndrome called Guillain-
Barre where the sheaths of my nerve cells 
have been attacked; which originally left me 
paralyzed from head to foot.  But through 
the intervention of some wonderful people at 
St. Joseph' s Hospital where I was diagnosed 
correctly; they stopped the disease before it 
could spread beyond my hands and feet.  
Because of them, I have been told that I 
should expect 100% recovery.  Of course, I 
am impatient and my recovery is slow, in my 
opinion; but, Judy says I am flying along.  My 
hands and my arms have quite a bit of 

mobility now.  I can move my feet around; 
but my legs are still weak.  Each day at 
therapy, I get stronger.  By the way, when 
they talk about acute therapy - they' re 
talking about acute torture.  But, thank God 
these people are here. 
Now, about the second part of my situation; I 
started my second cycle of chemotherapy 
yesterday, January 17th.  It was a pretty 
benign process other than the waiting 
around part.  It leaves me a little tired; but I 
still go to therapy.  And I have the rest of this 
cycle on the 8th day - January 24th.  Then 
back to physical therapy for about another 
week - and possibly a week later to go 
HOME.  I hope to walk into my house and 
not ride into it in a wheelchair. 
I miss my Sacred Heart family a lot; as well 
as my Cursillo family and all those dear 
friends that God has blessed me with.  I guess 
that' s it for now.  I will see you when I get 
home. 
May God bless all of you.  Please keep those 
prayers coming.
