According to Inc. magazine, arecent study showed that most professonalsgo
only an average of 11 minutes before some distraction pullsthem off task, after which
it takes25 minutesto get back on it. The author of a book titled CrazyBusy saysthat
Onultitasking,Othe habit of bouncing back and forth among activities, resultsin
symptoms akin to Attention Deficit Disorder.
