 IN THE GOSPEL Jesus teaches his disciples how to pray, and gives them 
examples of how God hears prayers and cares for them as a loving parent. This 
combination of prayer and care can take many forms, as the women of Lothian, 
Maryland’s St. James Prayer Shawl Ministry have demonstrated. 
 This circle of knitters creates shawls to give in response to requests from people 
in need, like the seriously ill, the grieving, and their loved ones. The shawls are a 
form of extending prayer to another. After they finish a shawl, the women lay hands 
on it and the Episcopal priest of the parish blesses it with the words, “May God’s 
grace be upon these shawls, warming, comforting, embracing in good times . . . .” 
By this point, the women know to whom the shawl is going. Some shawls have 
traveled as far as Africa. 
 “I’ve always been one who’s had trouble expressing my grief or sorrow. 
Sometimes it’s hard to know what to do for someone besides pray for them,” knitter 
Marjie Mack told Religion & Ethics Newsweekly. 
 “As you spend time in prayer for this person you’re going to give it to,” Mack 
said, “the shawl symbolizes that you care for them, that you love them, and that . . . 
God loves them. And we hope they receive it that way.” 
 

Here are reflective questions this week to help you focus on the readings this Sunday: 
• This is how God loves: The presence of a handful of innocent people is enough 
to preserve the whole. This is how God loved in Jesus: The single righteous one saves 
the whole world. Do you love the same way? Have ever overlooked the good in 
blanket condemnations of the bad? 
• Do you earnestly seek God each and every day? Like God, do you open the door 
to those in need? 
    Prayer is a conversation in which the Word of God takes the initiative and we can 
at first be only listeners. And this is the most important thing: that we perceive the 
Word of God, and that from his Word we might find a way to respond.
