CBut it turns out we®e not
nearly asunique aswe thinkN at least when it comesto emotional responsesto
events,OGilbert said.

What makes most people happy, then, will probably make you happy, too.

A few centuries after Aristotle, Jesussaid to hisdisciplesthat what you treasure
showswhere your valueslie. In other words, think about what really makesyou
happy. Isyour heart with the kingdom of God or lesspermanent things? Do you look
for what 2,000 years of tradition, experience, and wisdom tell you will make youN and
the rest of the worldNhappy, or do you look only to yourself?

Scripture may offer no better definition of faith than Hebrews does: the realization
of what ishoped for and the evidence of things not seen. It@ something of a paradox
that what we hold most dear is at the same time Qnvisible.OAncestorsin faith such
as Abraham trusted in the promises of God to lead them to a place they could not yet
see. God saw in Sarah and Abraham what they at first could not: a people for the
Lord.
