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Pastor’s Desk I

GREETINGS

Recently I shared with some of the members of our daily Mass group an experience
that somehow has puzzled me deeply. I was born in a very small village in central Mexico. I believe the
demographics have not changed much there in the last forty years. However, what has changed a lot is the
moral values and the way the new generations are being raised up. As I was growing up there were three
important things. These three things encompassed the life of the entire community. The main three things
were family, church and school. The life of the entire community moved around those things. But, I
guess, time has brought new life patterns and behaviors as well. Last month as I was leaving the small
village where I grew up to go to my house in town, I noticed that there was a gathering of the youth so I
stopped by to say hi. Here I have to say that I knew most of them and their families. As I approached
them to greet them all I could hardly believe what I saw. There were boys no older than twelve and the
rest were all minors as well. All of them were drinking, smoking and some were already drunk. The
scene was heart breaking. As I talked to one of them the following day, he told me that many of the other
kids use drugs as well. I always knew that some of those things would happen in the big cities, but not in
small places where still, family, school and church are essentials to daily life. The whole thing was
heartbreaking because here we are talking about children who are potentially the fathers and mothers of
the near future. As I ponder upon all of these, many questions come to mind. Where are their parents?
Do these children have a vision for their lives? Do they have any guidance? Do they have choices who will
bring them life and health? Is there anyone doing anything about it to change their lives?

Pope John Paul II speaking about the youth in his Apostolic Letter NOVO MILENIO INEUNTE says the
following:

Yet again the young have shown themselves to be for Rome and for the Church, a special gift of the Spirit
of God. Sometimes when we look at the young, with the problems and weaknesses that characterize them
in contemporary society, we tend to be pessimist. The Jubilee Young People however changed that,
telling us that young people, whatever their possible ambiguities, have a profound longing for those
genuine values which find their fullness in Christ. For is not Christ the secret of true freedom and
profound joy of heart? Is not Christ the Supreme friend and teacher of all genuine friendship? If Christ is
presented to young people as He really is, they experience Him as an answer that is convincing, and they
can accept his message, even when it is demanding and bears the mark of the cross. For this reason, in
response to their enthusiasm, I did not hesitate to ask them to make a radical choice of faith and life and
present them with a stupendous task to become Morning Watchaneia dawn of the new millennium.

[ believe that we as a parish community need to do our best to help our youth to navigate through the
many times of turbulent waters in their lives, and bring them to a peaceful harbor, Christ. We need, in
many cases, to resuscitate that profound longing for genuine values in each and every one of our youth.
Even a single one, who is disoriented, hopeless and lost, is too many. There is a call, I believe, to help
them out to become the watch men and women of this millennium. It is my intention to develop a youth

ministry here at our parish. Any ideas? Any volunteers?
