IF YOU HAVE NOT been fai t hful in t hat  which is anotherÕs, who will give you that  
which is your own?Ó asks Jesus, challenging us to examine our at t i tude toward 
wealthÑ how i t  is obtained and how i t  should be used.   
 A Kansas City airport  worker returned a lost  cargo bag that  had fallen out  of an 
armored car and lay on the side of t he road. It  contained $266,000 in jewelry. Several 
months earlier, a New York City cabbie t racked down a passenger who had left  a 
jewelerÕs bag in h is t runk contain ing 31 diamond rings. ÒIÕm a hard worker,Ó said 
t he soft -spoken cabbie, orig inally from BangladeshÑone of t he poorest  count r ies on 
eart h, per cap i t a. ÒI enjoy my life. IÕm sat isfied. IÕm not going to t ake someone elseÕs 
money or property to make me rich. I donÕt  want  i t  t hat  way.Ó  
 How would we react  i f we found a bag of jewels? None of us will really know, 
barr ing the unlikely event  t hat  we face such a test . But  we can use JesusÕ guideline to 
gage our likely response: ÒThe one who is fai t hful in a very li t t le is fai t hful also in 
much.Ó Let  us take every small opportuni t y to be honest  stewards of wealth, so that  if 
we face the greater t est , we w ill have developed the w isdom and integr i ty to react  as 
d id t he airport  worker and the cabbie.  
TodayÕs reflect ion quest ions are: 
¥ What  role does money play in your life? Is i t  a source of securi t y, worry, comfort , 
pr ide, anxiety, powerÑ perhaps all of the above?  
¥ How do you spend your money, and what  does that  say about your priori t ies?
