Greetings!  Congratulations to Chris and Teresa Evans and Jeff 

Tipton who made the Cursillo retreat last weekend.  Cursillo de 
Cristianidad, [short course in Christianity] is an ecumenical retreat which begins 
on a Thursday evening and finishes on Sunday in the afternoon.  The movement 
originated in Spain in 1947.  A Priest there wanted to invite men to attend church 
but because of the war the men were accustomed not to attend church, so he 
started this retreat to enliven the faith of the Catholic men.  Eventually, it grew and 
developed as it spread around the world to include men and women as well as 
people of other Christian denominations.  Everything about the Cursillo movement 
and method has been examined by Popes and Bishops of the Catholic Church, as 
well as the clergy of other Christian denominations, and it has been accepted and 
adopted by the leadership of many of these churches as a valid and good forum for 
evangelization, especially in the spirit of the “New Evangelization” that I have 
been talking about, as its purpose is not to convert non-Christians.  The purpose 
instead is to inspire people who are already Christian to live the gospel and 
become active in and hopefully display leadership in their church.  It is especially 
designed to help Christians to have that fire of love for ministry and an 
evangelizing attitude in their life, and to enliven people’s spiritual lives to the 
point that they want to be an active part of their own church or parish and to 
witness to their faith within the parish, and also in their family and in community 
life. It is not meant to direct people to be part of Cursillo or make Cursillo their 
church.  The next retreat is in the spring, from April 17 to 20th and our own 
parishioner Dave Robinson will be the director.  Last weekend the retreat director 
was Tom Kingshill, who did a great job!  It was well organized and several people 
from Sacred Heart were in Ferndale at the county fairgrounds to help out.  Much of 
our 10:30 mass music group was there, which is why we did not have any music 
here!  About 42 people from various churches were assisting and ministering to the 
30 candidates of that retreat.  Deacon Tony was the head spiritual director, 
assisted by Dr. David L Samelson of First United Methodist Church and Pastor Dave 
Holmquist of Calvary Lutheran Church who were the spirits for the other 
denominations.  I was part time spirit to help with the Eucharistic Liturgies.  I hope 
you will consider experiencing Cursillo sometime, especially if you have ever 
wondered where some of the active people at Sacred Heart find the enthusiasm 
and excitement about their faith to devote time and talent to ministry.  Cursillo 
may be one place that can help you find that fire. 
   Other news in our parish Bob Somers is working on the landscaping just outside of 
the rectory.  It will be a Japanese garden so, it will be easy to maintain.  Please, if 
you have time and an interest in gardening, ask Bob if he needs a hand.  He is so 
faithful in keeping our grounds trim and tidy, along with Dave and Joanne Vina, 
Macheal Haskins, and Sheryle Gierek.
